• Walter Lipmann Public Opinion, 1922 

“Pictures in our head of peoples and events in 
the world”.  

Our actions do not arise from a direct and 
certain  knowledge of these people and 
events, but are based on simplified pictures. 

Stereotypes – we pick out what our culture 
has already defined for us.  



Experiment & replications 

• 1932 – 100 students from Princeton, 

replications 1950, 1967 

• 84 adjectives – that best describe ten ethnic 

groups (Italian, English, German, Jews, 

Blacks, etc.)  

• High degree of consensus between 

participants – conclusion: inacuracy and 

inflexibility of stereotypes 



Consensus 1932 

• English: sportsmanlike, intelligent, 

conventional, tradition-loving, conservative 

• Americans: industrious, intelligent, 

materialistic, ambitious, progressive 

• Germans: conservative, materialistic, 

conventional... 



‘Justify injustices’ 

• 1965 control over ethnic stereotypes 

• 1988 – no results – in public space polite, 

private space – stereotypes are alive 

• We use them in cognitive processing: 

quickly and efficiently, under pressure of 

time or information load; their activation is 

automatic
